Dear new chorister,

Being asked to audition and sing by yourself can seem quite a daunting prospect. I promise to be very kind and encouraging as you sing for me. Be reassured that I am predominantly looking for two things only:

a) That you can sing in tune

b) That you show an ability to respond to teaching

I simply need to find out what you can, and possibly can’t do, and it will probably not matter if you cannot do it all. I am more interested in your potential to grow into the choir over time e.g. many singers find sight singing very scary, but to be admitted to the choir, that is something which can improve over time provided that you show commitment to your singing with us.
This is what you can expect at the audition:

Bring a song, folk song or hymn (anything you feel comfortable with really) The purpose is for me to hear your voice on its own. Bring an accompaniment if you have one, but don't worry if you haven't.

In addition, the audition will consist of:

a) singing a few scalic passages & arpeggios

b) checking your current vocal range

c) singing back a short tune played on the piano

d) singing higher or lower notes of two notes played together on the piano

e) sight singing - you will be guided through it with me at the piano.
